MEET THE COMMITTEE
Over the next couple of issues we thought that you might like to “meet the committee”, so ..
Alison Woollard is very much an Essex girl - born in King George's at llford she went to

school at Woodford and then ended up (after a few detours) teaching English in Hedingham,
Chelmsford and currently Brentwood.

It was the art teacher at Woodford who started her interest in Egyptology by creating a
beautiful drawing on the board in coloured chalks of the back of Tutankhamun's throne as
part of first year history lessons in the autumn of 1965. She queued for five hours to get into
the Tut exhibition in the British Museum in 1974 and can remember as clearly as if it was
yesterday staring at the statue of Tutankhamum standing on a small boat aiming a harpoon.

She's only been to Egypt twice so there's a lot of catching up to do when retirement finally
arrives and she's no longer confined to the school holidays. She also hopes to do courses
at Birkbeck - when she retires!

Egypt has proved very useful in English teaching. Classes have had to pose as figures in
Egyptian wall paintings in order to understand the difference between representational and
non-representational art and literature. Thinking about questions such as 'How would not
knowing where the sun goes at night affect your view of the world?' have helped A-level
Literature classes to understand how people in different times and societies might have very
different views of the world - for example how the world is very different for women in
nineteenth century novels!

Lesley Kelly is known to most of you as the Membership Secretary for the EEG. She lives in
Harold Wood with her two cats Frank and Jesse (the James boys cos they're outlaws!) In
addition to being an EEG officer she is also a local councillor on Havering Council.

She first got involved when the EEG began and still remembers the very first meeting in the
Albert pub trying to compete with a televised football match. Her passion for Egyptology
started with a school project when she was about 7 years old and she has been hooked ever
since. She has visited Egypt on many occasions, the first time in 1996.

The 18th Dynasty is, for her, the most interesting period with Hatshepsut, the female
Pharaoh, a particular favourite.
